Maximum student contribution amounts for a place

The following table shows the maximum student contribution amounts for a place (EFTSL) that may be
charged for units of study in 2009.

The transitional arrangements for pre-2005 students and pre-1997 students will end on 31 December 2008,
regardless of whether students have completed their courses. From 1 January 2009, continuing former
pre-2005 and pre-1997 students will be covered by the same arrangements as apply to students who
commenced in 2005. The transitional arrangements apply only to units of study that end on or before

31 December 2008. A unit of study that commences before this date but extends into 2009 is not covered
by the transitional arrangements.

Pre-2008 students: For pre-2008 students, the maximum student contribution amount that may be
charged for Accounting, Administration, Economics and Commerce units is $7,412. This amount applies to
Commonwealth supported students who commenced a course of study before 1 January 2008 and are
covered by the savings provision in Schedule 7 of the Higher Education Legislation Amendment (2007
Budget Measures) Act 2007.

Pre-2009 students: For pre-2009 students, the maximum student contribution amount that may be
charged for mathematics, statistics and science units is $7,412.

FEE-HELP limit

The FEE-HELP limit is the maximum amount that a person can borrow under FEE-HELP over their lifetime.
This limit excludes any loan fee. The FEE-HELP limit in 2009 is $104,142 for medicine, dentistry and
veterinary science students (as defined in the Higher Education Support Act 2003) and $83,313 for all other
students.

Maximum OS-HELP amount

The maximum OS-HELP amount is the maximum amount that a student can borrow under OS-HELP for a
given period of six months. This maximum excludes the OS-HELP loan fee. The maximum OS-HELP amount
in 2009 is $5,410.



Minimum indicative course fees for fee-paying overseas students in 2009
